Coverage

Theoretical: At a film thickness of 24 mm 25 kg will cover approximately 0.5m2
The product can be applied up to 100mm film thickness.

Practical: Practical coverage depends on many factors such as porosity and

roughness of the substrate and material losses during application.

SURFACE PREPARATION
Remove all loose material and surface water, oil etc.

DIRECTION FOR USE

Pour the primer onto the prepared surface and spread using a brush. Tip or shovel out
sufficient material into the hole to slightly overfill it and then compact with the back of a shovel
or tamper.

APPLICATION & THINNING
Thinning: Do not dilute the product.

Cleanup: Clean tools with Rust-Oleum Thinner 160.

APPLICATION CONDITIONS

Temperature of air, substrate and coating material between 5 and 25°C. At lower temperatures
the product will be tougher and is therefore more difficult to apply.

SAFETY
Consult Safety Data Sheet and Safety Information printed on the can.

SHELLIFE / STORAGE CONDITIONS

1 year from date of production in unopened cans, if stored in dry, well ventilated areas, not in
direct sunlight at temperatures between 5° and 25°C.
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
